History of Sand Canyon Resort & Spa Project

2016 Took over failing Robinson Ranch Golf Course in April
Changed from 36 hole to 18 hole golf course to conserve water
Sand Canyon Fire erupted in July
Mud slides from severe rainstorms in October through December
Went through serious renovation and converted to 27 hole desert golf course

2017 Renamed to Sand Canyon Country Club and opened to public in March
Kicked-off resort project in March and turned in the plan to the City in May
DRC comments back in July and started major revision

2018 Submitted VTTM in February
DRC comments back in April
Changed architectural design from 2D to 3D for better visualization
Dudek was chosen by City as an EIR consultant in August
Resubmitted the plan to the City after mitigating the EIR comments in October
Scope meeting on October 30th

Project Objectives

Develop a five-star family-oriented destination resort

Design a resort that is architecturally and visually compatible with the surrounding landscape

Enhance dining, spa, sports and recreational opportunities and trails for Santa Clarita residents
Incorporate environmental friendly features(solar panels, recycle gray water for irrigation)

Provide high quality meeting spaces within the City of Santa Clarita

Operate shuttle bus to the Vista Canyon train station

Provide fire-resistant facilities to serve as a possible evacuation shelter for the Sand Canyon community
(It will be constructed using Cold-Formed Steel Framing)

Most of the construction materials will be fabricated outside which will minimize time and EIR concerns
